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An organization includes five buildings.  Two of the buildings contain one process line each.  One process line uses natural gas and the other electricity.  One of the process lines has three pieces of equipment and the other process line has two pieces of equipment.  Minor electrical uses include lights, office equipment, etc.  There is a power distribution station located on the property which is accessible only by the power company.

Example 1:
Acceptable scope – Entire site
Acceptable boundaries – The site boundary lines
NOTE:  The power distribution station can be disregarded insofar as scope and boundaries are concerned as it does not affect the organization’s energy use nor is it under the facility’s control.

Example 2:
Acceptable scope – Process lines 1 and 2
Acceptable boundaries – The two process lines
Acceptable boundaries – Five pieces of equipment on the two process lines

Example 3:
Acceptable scope – Two buildings with process lines
Acceptable boundaries – The two process lines
Acceptable boundaries – Five pieces of equipment on the two process lines 

Example 4:
Acceptable scope – Process lines 1 and 2
Unacceptable boundaries – Natural gas use only
NOTE: The scope and boundaries cannot be limited to one energy source within the organization.
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
